New Vibrating Travel Alarm Clocks 
We are featuring two new battery-operated vibrating travel alarm clocks this month.  They cannot be found in our 
catalog. Any of the battery-operated alarm clocks that we carry should wake up anyone who is hard-of-hearing or 
deaf using the vibration mode, but each has various other features that might be useful in certain cases. One of our 
faithful newsletter readers took us up on our invitation to give us feedback on the July newsletter: 
 

I have been using the Sonic Shaker and liked it.  Are you aware Serene Innovations have come  
out with a clock?  I like that one too.  I like that it is flat rather than “bulky” like Sonic. I have  
problems with the alarm clocks traveling around the bed (!!) so I tuck them inside my pillow case.

The Serene Innovations VA3 Vibrating Travel Alarm Clock is battery-operated with a  
gradual yet powerful vibration that alerts for up to 40 seconds; with optional snooze feature  
it will alert for forty seconds every eight minutes for up to 7 cycles. Wake up with one of three  
alarm modes: audio, vibrating, or both. The clock also flashes during all alarms. Volume and tone of the audio 
alarm are adjustable with three settings each (Hi-Med-Lo). The clock can be attached to the pillow with the 
included clip. The size of the clock is 4.6" x 2.8" x 1.1". Three AA batteries are included. We like the added 
features of this clock, especially the built-in flashlight – take it on those trips to the bathroom in the dark! The 
VA3 also has timer and room temperature modes. Serene Innovations offers a one year warranty. 
 
If forty seconds of battery-operated alarm is not enough to wake you, the easy-to-set  
travelTim Vibrating Travel Alarm Clock may be the travel clock for you! This clock will  
continue to alert for up to four full minutes, or until you press the snooze or shut it off. The  
travelTim clock can be set to alert with vibration only, audio and flash, or vibration with  
audio and flash. The travelTim comes with two AA alkaline batteries, one AAA alkaline  
battery, pillow clip, and a protective cover for controls. The size of the clock is  
3.75" x 2.8" x 1.1". The travelTim comes with a two year warranty.
